· Coordination of information/use of GLV portal 
· Coordination of opportunities. Pooling them in one place and managing the listings
· More detail of next steps of GLV volunteering legacy project to be made available to organisations
Measures of success
· Consistent good practice to induct volunteers for one off events
· Consistent clear role descriptions and a wide variety of roles
· More volunteers at events
· Improved volunteer management

· Better coordination of opportunities 

· Actively owned sustainable information hub
· Quality properly defined opportunities and pathways
